
Council Minutes
Millen City Council
November 4, 2025

A regular meeting of the Millen City Council was held on November 4, 2025 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall. Present were Mayor King Rocker, Council Members Darrel Clifton, Regina Coney, Ed Fuller and Robin Scott. Council Member Joel Carter Sr was absent. Also, present were City Manager Jeff Brantley, City Attorney Matt Mathews and others on the attached list.

1. Call to Order
Mayor Rocker called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

2. Invocation
Council Member Clifton gave the invocation.

3. Consent Agenda
A. Approve Minutes from October 7, 2025 Regular Meeting
Council Member Cliton made a motion with a correction to section sixteen changing the name of JoAnn Shumake (listed twice) to Jeanette Keezell, seconded by Council Member Coney. The motion carried by unanimous vote.

4. Review Employee Health Insurance options for 2026 – Michael Jackson
Michael Jackson reviewed several options for the 2026 Health Insurance renewal with Council.
Council Member Clifton made a motion, seconded by Council Member Fuller to approve the 2026 employee health insurance with Anthem, the City paying 100% of plan Blue Open Access 5000/0% 8HSG at a cost of $846.11 per month per employee and provide option for employee to upgrade to plan Blue Open Access 2500/0% 88HS by paying the monthly rate difference of $155.87. The motion also approved renewal of the existing Anthem Dental and Vision plan with employee paying 100% of the cost and renewal of Employee Life/AD & D insurance in the amount of $25,000 with the City paying 100% of the cost. The motion carried by unanimous vote. A copy of the plans is attached to the minutes.

5. Adopt Resolution to Approve the 2025 Jenkins County Joint Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan renewal as approved by GEMA and FEMA
Council Member Scott made a motion, seconded by Council Member Coney to adopt the resolution to approve the 2025 Jenkins County Joint Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan. The motion carried by unanimous vote.

6. Presentation by the City Playground Committee
Joshua Johnson representing the City Playground Committee gave a presentation to Council on the committee’s design and drawings of a proposed playground on the lot behind the Millen Community House. Council by common consent gave the committee authorization to begin fund raising efforts through MainStreet Millen as tax deductible donations.

7. Citizen Request to address Council – Gwen Watson – Thank Council for Signs on Masonic Street and Winthrope Avenue
Mrs. Gwen Watson thanked council for their efforts in replacement of the faded road name signs along Winthrope Avenue and North and South Masonic intersections by the Georgia Department of Transportation.

8. City Manager Report
A. Financials
City Manager Brantley reviewed the October financials with Council noting a net revenue for October of $162,828 and year to date net revenue of $248,512.

B. Tax Bill Update
Council was informed that the 2025 property tax bills would be mailed within the next week and the due date would be January 20, 2026. The approximate amount being billed out is - $380,000 property taxes, waste management fee $75,000 and blight tax $9295.00.

C. TIA (Transportation Investment Act) Projects
Council was given the latest Georgia Department of Transportation TIA newsletter for the CSRA. This report shows the anticipated and actual amounts collected to date along with estimated final projects expenses along with amounts spent to date for the Jenkins County projects.

D. Grant Updates
Council was given updates on the grants that had activity in the past 30 days. These grants are the 2025 CDBG; 2023 CDBG; GEFA SEP; GEFA DWLSL; EDA; and SEID.

9. Mayor’s Comments/Report
Mayor Rocker informed Council the Railroad Overpass at the Highway 25 Bypass would release for bid on November 24, 2025.

Council Member Clifton made the statement, is the City getting its fair share of the Service Delivery Strategy, Allgreen yard trash pickup and discussed speeding along North Avenue on Halloween Night.
